Frati romani!

La 17 aprilie 2005, la Chisindu, Republica Moldova, a fost lansat Forul
Democrat al Roménilor din Republica Moldova, o miscare civica neguverna-
mentald, initiatd de proeminente personalitti ale societdtii civile din diverse ra-
muri ale stiintei, artei, culturii. Intr-un timp scurt el a reusit si intruneasci peste
100.000 de aderenti si peste 120 de asociatii civice, uniuni de creatie, ONG-uri.
Forul Democrat al Romanilor din Moldova si-a propus, intre obiectivele sale, con-
tracararea minciunii, a stalinismului din stiinta, culturd, istorie, cat i promovarea
libertatii si democratiei, a adevarului stiintific privind limba romana, istoria
romanilor, identitatea basarabenilor, a valorilor nationale si europene.

Forul Democrat al Romanilor din Moldova a fost legalizat abia la 26 octom-
brie 2005 — la aproape 7 luni dupa depunerea documentelor de constituire la Mi-

Con-
strangi de ofensiva tot mai salbaticd impotriva elementului roménesc din Basara-
bia, Impotriva adevarului istoric (cat costd doar sustinerea unor aberatii de tip so-
vietic cum ca Basarabia, In 1918, a fost ocupata de cadtre Romania, iar in 40 —
eliberata de catre sovietici), am decis convocarea urgenti a Congresului Foru-
lui Democrat al Roménilor din Republica Moldova pentru luna octombrie, la
care am dori si fie §i o delegatie reprezentativa din SUA.
